MIKE YENNI IS MISSING
        Yenni skips out on forums, debates-leaves voters hanging

Kenner, LA -    Where is Mike Yenni?  That is what Kenner voters are asking after the candidate cancelled an appearance at yet another forum.   Tonight three Civic Associations are joining forces for an all-important last debate by the Kenner Mayoral candidates – but they won’t get to hear from Mike Yenni- he has bowed out after initially agreeing to do the debate.  The Westwood/Holly Heights/Chateau Terre Civic Association ‘Free-Flowing Debate’ is set for 7pm tonight at the Hilton Garden Inn, 4535 Williams Blvd.
Mike Yenni also skipped out at the last minute on a WWL debate set for taping on Thursday March 18, 2010.  He also backed out of a Booster Club Recreation Forum on Wednesday March 17 scheduled at Butch Duhe Gym.  

His opponent Phil Capitano says, “It appears Mike Yenni doesn’t want to face the tough questions at these debates and forums.  It is unfortunate that the voters will not get to hear him answer their concerns and questions…but will get carefully orchestrated TV spots from Mayor Muniz instead.  That’s a disservice to Kenner voters.” 

“When Mike Yenni was asked by a local TV station why he changed his name, he didn’t respond – he sent Mayor ED Muniz to talk for him, because Mike Yenni can’t stand up and take responsibility,” says Capitano
The Yenni-Muniz administration has spent Kenner’s surplus and now want to raise  taxes.  They are closing fire stations and recreation programs and are seeking a $22 million loan for sewerage repairs because of a missed deadline to renew grant funding which could have funded much of the needed repairs.
The Yenni-Muniz administration has been plagued with questionable ethics scandals and been implicated in the recent corruption allegations involving Tim Whitmer and his insurance company which had a contract with the city of Kenner.

That’s why the Alliance for Good Government is supporting Phil Capitano for Mayor.

With that kind of record, no wonder Mike Yenni is MIA.
